3. Methodology / Analytical or Argumentative Approach

Adapt this section according to your paper type.
· Empirical: describe research design, participants, data collection, and analysis.
· Conceptual / Position: describe reasoning structure, comparative analysis, or philosophical grounding.
· Design / Case Study: describe system, activity, or prototype design and evaluation plan.
· Review / Policy: describe search or synthesis strategy, selection criteria, or analytical lens.

4. Findings, Insights, or Propositions

Present your key findings, arguments, propositions, or conceptual contributions.
For non-empirical works, highlight major theoretical or design insights.
Emphasise implications for pedagogy, inclusion, or ethics in AI-supported education.

Discuss the relevance and potential impact of your work on educational practice, theory, or policy.
